The HERS® Index is the national standard by which a home’s energy efficiency is inspected and rated. (Like a miles per gallon rating on a home) The lower the Index Score means a home uses less energy. All HERS Ratings are stored in the RESNET® National Buildings Registry and subject to quality assurance.

30% of all single-family homes being built each year are already getting a HERS Rating by more than 2,500 certified professionals available across the U.S.
