Excavation Safety
Course Objective:
To equip participants with practical knowledge to recognize excavation hazards, choose appropriate protective measures, and prevent cave-ins and related struck-by incidents.
Learning Objectives:
· Identify major excavation hazards, including cave-ins, falls, mobile equipment, and utility exposure. 
· Describe the purpose and basic application of protective systems such as sloping, benching, shoring, and shielding. 
· Recognize site conditions that increase risk, including soil issues, water intrusion, vibration, and spoil placement. 
· Evaluate an excavation setup and determine what immediate corrections or controls are needed.
